	Minutes of the Meeting Held on 6 October 2021
The minutes of the meeting held on 6 October 2021 were approved as a true record by all Councillors present with no abstentions.

	Matters Arising from the Minutes of the Meeting held on 12 May 2021
· Defective Footpath Surface Church Street Wighill
Cllr Mr A Hamilton has several images of the defective section of  footpath. The Clerk has checked the original complaint via the Parish Portal and has noted that the Highways Inspector issued an order for repairs to be carried out.
· There is growing concern about the 30mph speed limit on Rural Village highways. NYCC’s Cabinet member for highways is opposed to lowering the speed limit and does not approve changes to the existing NYCC policy, which would allow a reduction to 20mph.
After discussion, all Cllrs present without abstention agreed that the existing policy should be amended, with 20mph being set as the new limit through rural villages. The Clerk was asked to let the County Councillor know of the need for this speed limit reduction and seek his support for this change.

	Parish Council Bank Accounts
HSBC Bank continues to cause difficulties with the use of the PC’s account.
Cllrs Mrs L Richardson and Mr A Roberts have each been added as authorised signatories to the account. Security devices and ‘on line’ access details have been received for both Cllrs.  Cllr Mr A Roberts has successfully accessed the account with the details provided, but Cllr Mrs L Richardson cannot log on with the access details provided for her by HSBC.
The Clerk/RFO has received a letter from HSBC claiming that he has not responded to previous safeguard review letters and that the account will now be closed. The Clerk will now attempt to start a business account with another high street bank, which will allow the account with HSBC to be closed.

	Annual Insurance Renewal
The annual renewal of the Insurance Policy  is due at the beginning of January 2022. The policy is purchased via a broker who has been used for several years. This broker started as a specialist catering for Parish Councils and voluntary groups. The broker has been absorbed several times in the last few years and is now part of a major international group. At each annual renewal, the broker reviews the full insurance market and obtains quotations from three Companies, before recommending the policy renewal. In recent years, the broker has required a payment of £50.00 as an administrative charge for his review work.  Alternative quotations have been requested from other Insurance brokers but these policies are all more expensive than the current broker. All Cllrs present without abstention, agreed to approve the purchase of the recommended policy as quoted by the broker at a cost of £165.00 plus £50.00 administrative fee.

	· Dog Fouling on footpaths in Wighill was reported to HBC.  HBC’s Environmental Protection Officers confirmed that they are unable to act on second hand reports via the clerk. Any resident noting an offence should photograph the incident, note the time and location and report it themselves to HBC.



· After discussion, all Cllrs present agreed to ask the local resident who had volunteered, to manufacture a further Village ‘seat’, to proceed. The location for siting was  deferred to allow further consultation. Manufacture will therefore  be deferred until nearer to the Jubilee celebration date in 2022. Further consideration will be necessary to agree any tree planting for the Jubilee celebration in 2022.  
· Daffodil  and crocus bulbs will again be requested from HBC’s Parks Department for delivery in Autumn 2022.
·  A draft budget had been circulated for discussion. All Cllrs present without abstention agreed that the precept should remain unchanged in the next financial year with expenditure being adjusted as necessary
