· Defective Footpath Surface Church Street Wighill
Some remedial works have been carried out, but further works are required. Photographs of any remaining defective areas will be sent to the Highways Officer for action.
· The Village waste bin has been resited from the front of the White Swan to a position adjacent to the Notice Board. Cllr A Paraskos has been advised that HBC need to empty the bin in its new location.
· The White lines marking the centre of the Highway at the junction of Main Street with Church Lane have worn away and need repainting as a warning to road users, who are frequently cutting the corner in a dangerous fashion. 	Parish Council Bank Accounts
HSBC Bank has introduced monthly charges to all business accounts and changed some account names. HSBC’s Safeguarding surveys have caused considerable extra work for the Clerk/RFO. The PC’s BMM account has now been closed to reduce bank charges.  However further information may still need to be provided to the HSBC Safeguarding team to avoid closure of the remaining bank account.  
The Clerk/RFO is the only authorised signatory to the PC’s bank account.  Cllr Mr A Roberts and Cllrs Mrs L Richardson will now be added to the list of authorised signatories, which will require the submission of their supporting documentation.
A review of all aspects of the PC’s banking arrangements, including the security of ‘on line’ banking facilities, with the PC’s laptop being used at the next meeting of the PC for demonstration purposes.
An alternative bank account with a digital challenger bank has been started but it is inappropriately named as the Clerk T/A the Parish Council.

	· Cllrs agreed that the delegated powers granted to the Clerk in March 2020, could now be rescinded.
· Many complaints are being received from local residents about an irresponsible dog owner who does not clear up when his dogs foul the footpaths. The problem appears to occur early each morning in the Church Lane area but has also been noticed at the Healaugh end of Main Street. Local residents should report  any sightings of dog fouling to the Dog Warden at HBC and also to Parish Councillors. Photographic evidence of any fouling which occurs, should be passed to the HBC Dog Warden and Parish Councillors. A similar problem has been reported in Wighill Park and is also causing problems.




· Councillors discussed alternative  schemes for celebrating the Royal Platinum Jubilee Celebration. A permanent hardwood seat to replace the existing temporary seat opposite the Church, with a red, white and blue flower display and planting of a suitable tree adjacent to the proposed hardwood seat, were discussed and will be investigated by the Vice Chairman and Cllr Mr A Roberts. Bulbs will again be requested from HBC in Spring 2022 for Autumn 2022 planting
· The defibrillator was fitted with replacement pads in July 2021. Cllr Mr A Hamilton agreed to monitor the defibrillator and update the records weekly.
