	NYCC Grass Verge Cutting  – review of actions in 2015
NYCC had confirmed that limited cutting had been carried out on 2 occasions in 2015 and this would be the normal standard in future years. The visibility splay near the Church had been roughly cut and a 1.2m strip cleared to the verge outside the Church. Cllrs discussed the problem in detail but concluded that the limited grass cutting could not be carried out economically using outside contractors, without increasing the Parish Precept. Cllrs agreed to seek advice from those cutting the grass in the Churchyard, about cutting the wide verge in front of the Church.  As an alternative, some Cllrs would consider undertaking the work themselves. The Clerk confirmed that the NYCC Contractor would be undertaking the second cut of the year this week.
