	Matters Arising from the Minutes of the Meeting held on 03.10.18
Highways Matters 
Area 6 have confirmed that the blocked road gulley in Main Street will be repaired.
Cllrs reported that local residents have complained about the lack of safe access on foot or by cycle to Tadcaster. They have requested that a dedicated footpath  and/or a cycle track be considered by NYCC which could link with other footpaths/cycle tracks in adjacent Parishes. 
Concerns have been expressed by local residents in Wighill, about the positioning of the 30mph signage at the East end of Main Street which gives inadequate warning to speeding motorists, that they are entering the Village. The Clerk agreed to seek advice from Area 6 about repositioning the sign to a point before entering the Village.

Cllrs agreed to defer the renovation work to the ex BT Kiosk until spring 2019.

	Defibrillator Installation
The Clerk confirmed that NYCC had agreed a grant of £300.00 towards the cost of installing the defibrillator and heated cabinet donated by HBC/Harrogate Lions. The heated cabinet is in stock at the White Swan and the Clerk is storing the defibrillator. 
A position had been agreed for installing the heated cabinet on the gable wall of The White Swan, adjacent to the drive,  with electrical connection into the Pub. The Electrical Contractor (Andrew Scott Electrical Ltd Bickerton) will install and connect the heated cabinet after the Christmas holidays.
Cllrs discussed the need for regular inspection of the defibrillator and  for members of the community to accept a supervising role and to record the inspection results. A training course will be arranged when the installation is complete and local residents advised of the course, which should be mid January onwards.
