	Defibrillator Installation
The Clerk confirmed that the heated cabinet had been installed and was connected to an electrical  supply. The Defibrillator and extra pads etc, was now on site and could be placed in the heated cabinet. The Clerk had confirmed with  the YAS Official that the access code for the heated cabinet was pre-set and could not be adjusted.  Cllrs Mr S Oates agreed that he would place the defibrillator in the heated cabinet at the weekend.  The Clerk will advise YAS of the access code, so that the installation could be added to the YAS emergency data base as ‘live’.
Cllrs asked the Clerk to find if a course for up to 20 local residents could be held in the White Swan towards the end of March, to familiarise everyone with the operation of the defibrillator. Once the course has been held, Cllrs will ask local residents to monitor the cabinet and record the findings.
