	Parish Council Elections 2022
Parish Councillor’s term of Office will end on 30 April 2022.  an election will be held in May 2022 for new Parish Councillors.  On the same date, elections will be held to fill  County Councillor’s roles, initially with NYCC 1 April 2023, when the roles will form the new North Yorkshire Council.
Dog Fouling
There is evidence that the dog fouling problem is increasing to all footpaths in Wighill caused by several irresponsible dog owners.  After discussion all Cllrs present without abstention agreed that a leaflet identifying the problem would be produced and circulated to all Wighill properties.
Royal Jubilee Celebrations
Cllrs had previously discussed the commissioning of a new hardwood seat early in the new financial year by a local resident. A location was discussed for the new seat with paving. It was agreed that it should be located adjacent to the bus stop near to the White Swan car park, if approval can be obtained to remove a section of the hedge.  Further investigation will be implemented to seek the approval for removal of a section of hedge and installation of the new seat and paving.
Jubilee Grants
County Cllr Mr A Paraskos will again have access to an NYCC fund  in the new financial year, from which small grants of up to £300.00 can be made to Parish Councils.  The County Cllr will be asked to consider this PC for a grant.  In addition, HBC have introduced a scheme which can provide grants of either £300.00 for small local functions or £2000.00 for legacy schemes. Cllrs prepared a list which can be used to apply for consideration in either category, depending on the conditions that apply.  Only £15,000 is available for this HBC scheme. The Clerk was asked to investigate the HBC Scheme and submit a suitable request for grant aid.
