To assist with the initial costs of this work, County Councillor Mr A Paraskos could make a County Council grant of £300.00 if requested.
The Parish Defibrillator had been used for a medical emergency during the previous weekend and the pads which have a limited life of two years and are for single use, will be replaced. There is currently a national shortage of replacement pads, but stocks are starting to be received and the Clerk has ordered and paid for a set, which should be available within a few days.
